Short Term Goals
After discussion and review of the public opinions submitted earlier this month, the following short term goals were agreed upon.  These are goals that can potentially be accomplished within the next 11 months.  Other worthwhile goals were discussed and considered but ultimately dropped because they will require more than 11 months to accomplish.
 

1. Expand the Gold Point Shuttle
2. Launch a shuttle from the Zinfandel Station to neighboring offices and residential areas.
3. Establish a communication/notification system for delays.
4. Solidify funding for Folsom double-tracking.
5. Work with providers and promote Roseville and Elk Grove service to 50 Corridor.
6. Identify bicycle/pedestrian improvements which can facilitate better transit connections; create an implementation plan.
7. Evaluate Route 6 and the number of stops.
8. Create a log/listing of transit-related problems so repeat problems can be identified.
9. Explore prospect of more El Dorado Transit buses at peak hours to Rancho, Downtown.
10. Additional stops at Sunrise and Iron Point for east-bound El Dorado Transit.
11. More security on light rail trains.
12. Target rail/express buses for commuters who live in the suburbs and drive to employment centers.
13. Later light rail service to and from Folsom.
14. Better information on schedules and connections at light rail station.
 

 

Action Items
1.  Paul Marx will arrange for a presentation on Folsom double-tracking for the February meeting.
2. Julie Gephart, Paul Marx, Mark Thomas and Theron Roshen will work on a plan for the Gold Point Shuttle. Report at the February meeting.
3.  Mark Thomas will report on progress of the Zinfandel Station shuttle at the February meeting.
4.  Paul Marx will explore communication/notification systems for keeping transit riders informed of delays or problems.  RT is currently working on electronic signs at stations - which Paul will keep us updated on; but, he will also explore more basic ways to communicate information such as through bus/train drivers and security personnel.
5.  Paul Marx will be liaison between RT and the Task Force for updates on Folsom double-tracking.  Task Force members will provide letters of endorsement when needed.
6.  Rebecca Garrison will add a section on www.50corridor.com for identifying  bicycle/pedestrian improvements which facilitate better transit connections.
7.  Paul Marx will evaluate Route 6 and report to the Task Force in February.
8.  Rebecca will create a log/listing of transit-related problems so repeat problems can be identified.
9.  Matt Mauk will explore the prospect of more El Dorado Transit buses at peak hours to Rancho, Downtown. 

10.  Matt Mauk will explore additional stops at Sunrise and Iron Point for east-bound El Dorado Transit.

11.  Paul will report on existing efforts to add security on trains.

12.  Paul and  Kent Gary will report on efforts to increase hours of trains to and from Folsom in the evenings.

13.  Paul will report on on-going efforts to add more information at train stations on schedules and connections.

14.  Rebecca will create a survey for the Task Force to approve for use on the RT web site and 50corridor.com

15.  Rebecca will be a clearinghouse for all information related to 50 Corridor Transit Improvement efforts.

 

Other updates
 

1.  Roseville Transit is in the procurement stage for buses to the 50 Corridor.  Service may begin as early as Fall 08 but will likely be  09.

2.  Regional Transit is considering route enhancements within the current budget and several 50 Corridor routes are up for consideration.

3.  E-Tran is now making a stop on Bradshaw from Elk Grove to the Butterfield Station.

4.  FTB is exploring a transit solution for their tax season workers who work the late shift ( 3 p.m. to 11 p.m.)  They need to get to the Meadowview Station after 11 p.m.

5.  In visits by the Rancho Cordova Economic Development Community Advisory Group to Rancho Cordova employers, transit and transit connections is a major topic of interest.

6. VSP is planning another transit survey.  They will be adding a question about effectiveness of a transit subsidy.

7.  State Controller's office has zip code information on each of its Rancho Cordova site employees.
