About 1,200 employees. Next to VSP and several other large employment sites.  Interest in shuttle but level of interest not yet defined.

New site on White Rock with 200 employees; eventually will grow to 500.
 

Recent survey on shuttle interest gained 80 responses; 48 showed strong interest in shuttle.

Transit providers
All transit providers were interested in working with 50 Corridor employers on improved service.  Roseville anticipates new service to the 50 Corridor by at least March 09.  RT is working on Master Plan with 50 Corridor weighing heavily in planning.  Rancho Cordova is working with RT on neighborhood shuttles. El Dorado Transit is providing service to Iron Point and to Downtown - one issue is capacity limited at Park and Rides. Service to/from Iron Point is very popular with Folsom Lake College Students. 
 

Kent Gary with Folsom Stage Lines - not present -- but emailed his interest in working with the committee. Recent Unmet Needs hearing turned up overriding interest in weekend and night service in support of people who work late and those who would like to travel on the weekends.  Also discussions about greater security.
