Summary of VSP Transit Survey

Total participants:  764

Most VSP participants travel between 11-20 round-trip miles for their commute. (36% or 275

65 participants live in Folsom;

3 of those currently take transit 1-3 days a week; 

12 said they would take transit/vanpool if VSP provided a monthly subsidy; 

38 said they might take transit/vanpool if VSP provided a monthly subsidy

22 said they would use transit more if there were a shuttle from the Zinfandel Station to VSP

24 said they might use transit more if there were a shuttle

40 participants live in Roseville

None currently take transit

8 would take transit/vanpool is VSP provided a monthly subsidy

22 might take transit/vanpool if VSP provided a monthly subsidy

Only 9 said they would utilize a shuttle but it should be noted that a shuttle probably wouldn’t be beneficial for Roseville commuters to VSP

26 participants live in El Dorado Hills

None currently use transit

4 would take  transit/vanpool is VSP provided a monthly subsidy

3 would use a shuttle from Zinfandel

6 might use a shuttle from Zinfandel (again, it’s not intuitive that a shuttle would be part of a commute from  El Dorado Hills)

13 participants live in Placerville

6 said they would use transit/vanpool is a subsidy was available; 8 said they might

2 currently use transit 3-5 days a week

70 participants live in Rancho Cordova

Comments pertaining to transit (from a total of 162 comments)

There is no light rail service on my side of town.  Using the Zinfandel station would still require a 10+ mile drive. This town in not set up for people who work and want to utilize public transportation.

I would take light rail on a regular basis if there were a shuttle at regular intervals going back and forth between Mather (or Zinfandel) and VSP.  Walking or riding my bike across the freeway area is not safe.

I used to take the bus to work at another company right down the road.  The drawback to using public transportation from my area is to get here on time.  On a one way trip from my home to work on public transportation is two buses and light rail which takes about three hours due to the time in between transferring to another bus or light rail train.  Out of a 24 hour period that would mean to work and back would be six hours of my total day.

Bus needs to run on holidays

Please have a vanpool for Roseville area.

Light rail and bus service would increase my travel time by ten hours per week.  This time would be taken away from my personal time. 

I will never ride the light rail.  They don’t call it the skunk wagon for nothing.  I want to drive to work alone. I’m not interested in carpooling, ridesharing, etc. I am more than happy to pay a premium in gas to have these heavenly few fleeting moments of privacy in the morning. 

Unfortunately, light rail does not currently go where I live nor where I’ll be moving in August and a bus would take forever to get here.  If I lived near a light rail (or if they ever make it to Elk Grove) I would certainly consider it.

Sac Light Rail has a sketchy reputation and is not easily accessible from many Sac neighborhoods.  If there was a station close to my house and ample safe parking at the station, or within walking distance from home, and we had a convenient shuttle from Zinfandel station, I’d do it in a heartbeat.

Possibly interested in the shuttle service from Zinfandel Station.

There are few if any alternation transportation options between Elk Grove and Rancho Cordova. By the time I get to a light rail station, park, wait for the train, then wait for transportation (or walk to work), my 1-1.5 hour per day commute doubles.  Telecommuting would be a more effective way for me to “be green.”

Since I work 6 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. if would be difficult to carpool, Also, no light rail station close to home.  If I could use, I would use.

While I do like the idea of riding light rail and having a van from the station to VSP, this option is not available to Roseville residents, where I live. At this time I do carpool.

If people have to get up at 4 a.m. to be at work at 8 and don’t get home until 7-8 p.m. then they won’t use public transit.

I used to live Elk Grove and at that time, I would have considered using the light rail to get to work if there was a shuttle running. Now, where I live, it would take me longer to get to light rail than just driving to work.

With my early morning hours there most likely won’t be a shuttle available.  Nice thought though.

Public transportation would take significantly longer for me to get to and from work.  While these would be good solutions for people who work regular hours, I do not.

There just aren’t good public transportation alternatives to West Roseville at this time.

I think the Zinfandel Shuttle would be a great idea and could dramatically increase usage of the light rail.

I have a serious heart condition that may become a problem for me to drive to work.  But if this idea comes to fruition, I definitely will be participating in the new plan.

Light rail doesn’t go south of Mack road in south Sac.  I live in Elk Grove and light rail doesn’t make it that far.

I think the shuttle service will be a great idea.

In the summer when the days are longer, I would use light rail if there was a van to pick us up.  Otherwise that is too far to walk.

I would like to use light rail.  My biggest worry is getting to work on time.  I know there are buses on the other side of the freeway but do not know how long it takes to get here from there.  If there was a shuttle, directly here, I would use it.

Shuttling is a great idea and may spur more use of the public transportation available to VSP employees. Personally, public transportation currently isn’t practical form my place of residence.

I do not live close to light rail and it would require 2 bus changes to get to the 50 light rail.
VSP can partner with RT for discounts on bus passes/ rail passes and have it available to employees.

Wish there was a bus from Elk Grove to work.

I know that there are many employees that urgently want to be able to buy monthly bus passes at a discount as a VSP benefit.  So many employers offer this, including the state of California.  Will VSP please start as arrangement with RT whereby as a VSP employee we are entitled to monthly pass discounts.

Need a shuttle back and forth for multiple shifts.

I would consider riding the light rail if it was convenient but the Zinfandel station is father than where I live from VSP.  If I could catch the light rail at Butterfield and take the bus to VSP then I’d be interested!

I emailed Corporate over a year ago asking for them to consider a VSP shuttle to the Zinfandel Light Rail station. Glad to see this is finally being considered. It’s not bad in temperate weather without a shuttle, but in the heat of summer or rainy cold days of winter, it’s too much to walk over the freeway overpass with backpack/laptop.  So having a shuttle would really help.

I think  I would use light rail more if VSP helped their employees with the cost of the monthly pass.

I would take public transportation if it were more convenient.  I would have to walk 6 blocks to the bus station, take the bus to either Watt/80 or Sunrise Mall. Then change busses three times or change light rail twice to get to Zinfandel station. Either way, I’m looking at 1 1.2 hours one way.

Using Sacramento’s public transportation would take me over 2 hours to make my commute. I could walk faster.

I would love it if VSP contributed to public transit monetary costs in some fashion, though I don’t mind walking to/from the Zinfandel light rail station. It might not be as easy for some other, though.

I would be very interested in using light rail from Iron Point to Zinfandel if I could get to/from the Zin station dependably and relatively conveniently.

Would love it if there was a shuttle.  May take the light rail bus on a daily basis.

I would like to use the light rail but the stops from my home to VSP make the commute over 2 hours long and is not feasible for my time.

I am highly concerned about the safety of the Zinfandel light rail station. I don’t even go to the Togo’s over there any more.  I have been approached more than I care to admit at that station.

I would like to use public transportation, however I live in Roseville and there is no light rail service available.  In order to take the bus to work I would have to transfer 3 times and the commute time is approximately 2.5 hours each way.  This is not a viable option for me.  If there was an express bus service provided by RT or Placer country, I would probably use it.

Light rail would be very convenient if I knew I had a safe ride from the station to the VSP campus.

If you had a shuttle from light rail, that would be great, regardless of the number of other companies willing to use the same service.  When I worked in SF, the company hired a shuttle service to and from work to Bart/Muni station.

I would definitely use the light rail if a shuttle was provided. I do occasionally use light rail, but I really don’t enjoy walking from the Zinfandel station to work, especially when I have to carry my laptop bag, lunch, purse, etc.  Also the train departure times from Folsom are not very convenient – every half hour is not enough.  PLUB service to Folsom ends too early.  Sometimes I need to work late or would like to go to dinner or shop before I go home.

I like the shuttle idea from light rail.  Shuttle from light rail up Hazel where I live would also be good.  Most of Sacramento’s transportation is centered around downtown.

I would love to see this happen.  I would definitely use it.

A shuttle from the Zinfandel station might help, if it runs frequently enough, otherwise I would just walk which takes 15-20 minutes.

I used to ride my bike but moved; I would ride light rail if VSP helped with transportation to and from the station at Zinfandel.

I usually just use the RT bike during the summer but if we had a shuttle to the train station, I would most definitely use RT year round. 

I live near the Butterfield Light Rail Station. I would be very interested in either carpooling or using public transport.
